H.R.647 has 9 original co-sponsors: Reps. Steve Cohen (D-TN), Keith Ellison (D-MN), James Langevin (D-RI), Barbara Lee (D-CA), David Loebsack (D-IA), Gwen Moore (D-WI), Eleanor Holmes Norton (D-DC), Donald Payne, Jr. (D-NJ), and Tim Ryan (D-OH). The bill has been referred to the House Committee on Education and the Workforce.

Rep. Adam Schiff (D-CA) introduced H.R.695 to amend the National Child Protection Act of 1993 to establish a national criminal history background check system and criminal history review program for those who, related to their employment, have access to children, the elderly, or individuals with disabilities, and for other purposes
Rep. Adam Schiff introduced bipartisan legislation to protect children from predators by requiring criminal background checks. H.R.695 has 27 original sponsors. The bill has been referred to the House Committee on the Judiciary.

Senate committee approves Betsy DeVos nomination for Department of Education Secretary
On January 31, the Senate Committee on Health, Education, Labor and Pensions (HELP) approved Betsy DeVos’s nomination to lead the Department of Education. DeVos was confirmed 12-11 along party lines. Her nomination will now go to the Senate floor, where she’ll need only a simple majority to be confirmed.

[bookmark: _Toc347849269]POLITICO reports that the position of Department of Education Under Secretary might be eliminated
The Education Department might undergo some restructuring if Betsy DeVos is confirmed - and the agency's third highest-ranking position could be on the chopping block, sources have told Politico. DeVos' team is thinking about scrapping the Office of the Under Secretary, which could concentrate more power with DeVos, her chief of staff and the Office of the Deputy Secretary. The restructuring comes amid conservative calls to downsize or even eliminate the Education Department. If the under secretary position is eliminated, some duties could be shuffled around. During the Obama administration, the Office of the Under Secretary oversaw Federal Student Aid, postsecondary education, career and technical education and more. Ted Mitchell, Obama's most recent under secretary, aggressively pushed for college data transparency, for-profit college accountability and debt relief for defrauded borrowers.

Ed Week looks at ESSA state plans schedules
When the No Child Left Behind Act passed in 2001, state education leaders hated the law's mandate that every child in the country be proficient in math and reading by 2014. Unrealistic and demoralizing, they called it. But now that states can set their own goals under the Every Student Succeeds Act—NCLB's replacement—some are proposing to one-up the feds with even more ambitious timelines of their own. ESSA plans are due no later than this September and are set to go into place with the 2017-18 school year. More than a dozen already have drafted plans for the public to consider.

Ed Week looks at now that President Trump leads the Education Department, the impact on data and ESSA is unclear
Now that the Trump administration is in control of the U.S. Department of Education there are major questions about what the new crew—including some 150 political appointees, who have yet to be named—will mean for everything from the big data sets, like the Civil Rights Data Collection, to day-to-day work of the more than 4,000 career employees who stayed behind after the Obama administration recently cleared out.

These sheets provide a convenient way for youth-serving professionals, service providers, and state and local officials to better understand the health and behavior of adolescents in their area. The data sheets draw on several large nationally representative surveys, such as the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention’s Youth Risk Behavior Survey, to provide the latest estimates on adolescent health and behavior. Measures include cigarette and e-cigarette use, health insurance coverage, depression symptoms, binge drinking, bullying, physical activity, sexual behavior, dating violence, and many more. The state data sheets cover several dimensions of adolescent well-being including: physical health and nutrition, reproductive health, mental health, healthy relationships, and substance abuse.

South Dakota governor opposes transgender locker room bill
South Dakota Gov. Dennis Daugaard says he would veto legislation restricting which locker rooms transgender students can use.

New Hampshire school board okays transgender policy
A school board committee in Keene, NH, has signed off on a plan to protect students who identify as transgender or gender nonconforming, becoming the latest to address a growing issue facing educators nationwide. The policy as proposed allows, on a case-by-case basis, for transgender students to use restrooms and locker rooms that correspond with the gender they identify with.

California state senators propose non-binary gender option
California’s Gender Recognition Act of 2017 adds a “non-binary” option and simplifies the process for transgender people to make changes to state documents. California is introducing the nation’s first bill that creates a third gender option on official state documents such as drivers licenses, state IDs, death and birth certificates…and, yes, marriage licenses. 

Five takeaways from National Girls & Women in Sports Day
The Women's Sports Foundation assembled women in sports to meet with U.S. senators and representatives in Washington, DC, on February 1, the 31st anniversary of National Girls & Women in Sports Day. Partnered with the National Women's Law Center and Girls Inc., the WSF also had a panel of women in sports, which provided insight into why sports are integral to society, particularly for young girls.
Five takeaways from the panel:
1. Working together will create change
2. Grassroots programs need more support to keep sport alive
3. Playing sports teaches life values
4. Sports can save lives and provide balance
5. There will be new legislation proposed

Have you ever wanted to ask CDC’s experts a question about concussion and brain injury among kids and teens? Well, now you can! CDC’s new HEADS UP Facebook "Ask the Expert" activity allows CDC’s top subject matter experts to connect with fans by encouraging them to be active on the Facebook page by posing their questions to CDC experts. The #AskTheExpert activity will occur at 1pm ET on the second Tuesday of each month and will feature responses from CDC experts. Fans should post questions about concussion and brain injury safety among kids and teens by commenting on the CDC "Ask the Expert" post each month.

New York lawmakers want to ban tackling in youth football, citing the lingering effects of concussions
A bill sponsored by Bronx Assemblyman Michael Benedetto would prohibit organized youth football leagues from allowing anyone age 13 or younger to tackle, pointing to research that shows repeated blows to the head can lead to brain-development issues. If approved, schools or youth leagues that allow tackling would face a fine of up to $2,000.

CRUMB RUBBER TURF FIELDS	

Soccer players' cancers ignite debate over turf safety
Amy Griffin, assistant head coach of women’s soccer at the University of Washington found that “it was weird” that some of her current and former players, especially goalkeepers, had been diagnosed with cancer. In 2014 she compiled a list of the players she was connected to who were diagnosed with cancer. When the list began drawing attention, the Washington State Department of Health and researchers at the University of Washington School of Public Health reached out to conduct an investigation into whether the cancer rate seen in Griffin's list was unusual. The study, published last week, concluded it was not, and recommended that "people who enjoy soccer continue to play irrespective of the type of field surface."

Men's Health article questioning if artificial turf gave more than 200 soccer players cancer	
Researchers say that out of more than 100 studies that have been done in the past, no evidence confirms that contact with or ingestion of crumb rubber increases cancer risk. Much more extensive research needs to be done to determine whether or not these chemicals cold end up in your bloodstream.

OTHER	

USA Football to test major changes to improve game's safety at youth level	
USA Football will institute several rule changes in a small number of leagues later this year as part of a pilot program. The new rules, which will be evaluated and potentially rolled out nationally, include cutting the number of players on the field for each team from 11 to seven, smaller fields, elimination of kickoffs and punts and banning the three-point stance.
